SIGs can apply for Ad Hoc funding for unforeseen expenditures or to fund events that may arise after the budget period at the start of the semester. SAC will give preference to activities and events that are already organized and confirmed, and/or with speakers who are confirmed or committed contingent upon funding. All applications should adhere to the SAC funding guidelines linked at the bottom of the page. For funding requests over $1,000, please consider applying for Big Ticket Event funding. Ad Hoc funds are awarded on a rolling basis; we encourage you to submit your application at least two weeks before the event. Please include the following in your application:
1. Name of event
2. Organizing SIG(s), contact name(s) and email(s)
3. Amount of funding requested from SAC
4. Provide a detailed description of the event, activity, or project for which funds are requested. Include specifics about dates, logistics, guests/speakers, projected number of attendees, co-sponsors, other sources of funding that are already secured, etc.
5. Provide a detailed budget of the event
6. Include in an email with your application PDFs or screenshots of any transportation related details (e.g., train ticket/airfare prices, map including travel mileage if asking for gas reimbursement, etc.)
